Job Description 

Economists and economic policy researchers conduct research, analyze information 

and prepare reports and plans to solve economic and business problems. You may 

also advise on matters such as finance, monetary policy, international trade, 

agricultural and natural resource commodities, labour and industrial markets. 

 

Working as an Economist you may perform these duties:  

 research and develop models to analyze, explain and forecast economic 

behaviour and patterns, and create methods for collection and analysis of data 

 forecast production and consumption of specific products and services  

 forecast income and expenditure, interest rates and exchange rates 

 analyze factors that determine economic growth and advise government 

agencies on policies to increase economic activities 

 analyze factors that determine labour force participation, employment, wages, 

unemployment and other labour market outcomes  

 research market conditions in local, regional or national areas

Salary 

The median annual salary for economists in BC is $85,572. Your level of education, 

the industry you work in, and location all affect your salary. For example, people 

with a master's degree or PhD earn more than those with a bachelor's degree.  

 

Most full-time economists receive benefits as well as a salary. These often include 

dental coverage and life insurance. Paid sick leave and vacation time are also 

common. Some employers help with a retirement plan. Those who work in the 

private sector may also get yearly bonuses.
